Rules and Regulations for Contractors

· Contractors will be given a unique gate access code for their use during the construction period.
· Contractor gate codes will be valid only 6:00 a.m. - 6:00 p.m. On days when access is needed before 6:00 a.m. (such as concrete deliveries), plan on someone meeting the trucks to allow access or contact Nelda for a temporary code allowing access before 6:00 a.m.
· All contractors, unless they are being supervised by a property owner, must leave the Ranch by 6:30 p.m.  
· All contractors are expected to comply with road use weight limits (50,000 lbs.).  Serious damage to the road will result from overweight vehicles.  Contractors will be liable for the cost to repair damage to roads caused by overweight vehicles delivering materials to construction sites.  
· All contractors must use the Ranch access gate closest to the construction site.  If the anticipated delivery exceeds the weight limits of the Ranch roads, Contractors are expected to offload inside the Middle Security Gate, deliver a portion of the total load through the Ranch access gate closest to the site and return to pick up/deliver the excess portion. 
· Owners are expected to provide a map and written direction from the Ranch access gate closest to the construction site to their builder/contractor.
· Contractors are expected to comply with the posted speed limit of 20 1/2 mph.

· No builder/contractor signs may be posted on the Ranch during construction.

· Street address will be posted at the road for building supplies/material deliveries.

· Contractors are required to keep a clean job site.

· A portable toilet and dumpster will be on the job site before construction begins.  Use of the community dumpster behind the barn is limited to domestic refuse for owners.

· Discharging firearms, trapping, injuring or harassing wildlife on the Ranch is prohibited.

The Association reserves the right to terminate temporary gate code access to builders, contractors and employees of contractors who choose not to comply with community rules and regulations.

Wolf Creek Ranch Burning Addendum

· Notify the Sheriff’s office at 512-756-8080 of your intention to burn. They will let you know if there is a burn ban in effect. This needs to be done immediately prior to burning as conditions may change as the day progresses.

· Burning shall not be conducted after dark. Burning shall commence no earlier than an hour after sunrise and be completed the same day no later than an hour before sunset.

· Make sure a responsible person stays with the fire at all times.
· Have some means to control the fire (water, shovel, equipment) Means of control should be directly related to the size of the fire.

· Clear at a least a six-foot area around the burn area by mowing or grading.

· Burn brush, trimmings, and untreated wood or paper products only. Electrical insulation, treated lumber, plastics, non-wood construction materials, heavy oils, asphalt materials, potentially explosive materials, chemical wastes, and items containing natural or synthetic rubber must not be burned.

· Burning must be conducted downwind of or at least 300 feet from any structure containing sensitive receptors located on adjacent properties unless prior written approval is obtained from the adjacent occupant.

· The authority to conduct outdoor burning under this guideline does not exempt or excuse any person responsible from the consequences, damages or injuries resulting from the burning and does not exempt or excuse anyone from complying with all other applicable laws or ordinances, regulations, and orders or government entities having jurisdiction, even though the burning is otherwise conducted in compliance with these guidelines. Law enforcement officers may issue warnings and citations for outdoor burning violations.

· No burning shall be conducted on red flag days.
· Notify your neighborhood coordinator or backup coordinator of your intention to burn. These names and numbers are contained by calling Nelda at the office (512-756-0707).

· Use good common sense and discretion when conducting outdoor burns.
· Burn piles should be no larger than an automobile.  This is the maximum size that can be safely controlled.

If you are hiring a contractor to burn for you, it is the property owner’s responsibility to be certain that the contractor has been made aware of all the above and has signed and turned in a contractor form to Nelda at the office. She will issue them a temporary gate code.
